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(The Correlation between Moral Disengagement and Cyber
Aggression Among Active Social Media Users)

Abstrak

Fenomena individu yang dapat mengekspresikan perilaku agresi mereka
melalui media sosial menggambarkan moral disengagement. Penelitian ini
bertujuan untuk menganalisis apakah moral disengagement berkorelasi
dengan cyber aggression, khususnya pada pengguna aktif media sosial.
Hipotesis yang diajukan yaitu moral disengagement memiliki hubungan
secara positif dengan cyber aggression. Subjek penelitian adalah 206
responden berusia 15-24 tahun dengan kriteria aktif menggunakan media
sosial dan sering memberikan komentar di akun media sosial. Alat ukur yang
digunakan adalah Cyber Aggression Questionnaire for Adolescents (CYBA)
dan Moral Disengagement Scale (MDS) yang diteriemahkan ke dalam
Bahasa Indonesia dan sudah teruji validitas dan reliabilitasnya. Hasil
penelitian menunjukkan korelasi Spearman’s Rho yang sangat signifikan
(p=0,562, p=0,000<0,05). Dengan demikian, hipotesis yang diajukan diterima,
sehingga disimpulkan bahwa moral disengagement dengan cyber aggression
memiliki hubungan positif yang tinggi.
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Abstract

The phenomenon of individuals expressing their aggressive behavior through
social media reflects moral disengagement. This study aims to analyze
whether moral disengagement correlates with cyber aggression, particularly
among adolescents who actively use social media. The proposed hypothesis
is that moral disengagement has a positive relationship with cyber
aggression. The subjects of the study are 206 respondents aged 15 to 24
years who are active on social media and frequently comment on social
media accounts. The measurement tools used are the Cyber Aggression
Questionnaire for Adolescents (CYBA) and the Moral Disengagement Scale
(MDS), both translated into Indonesian and tested for validity and reliability.
The results indicate a highly significant Spearman’s Rho correlation (p=0.562,
p=0.000<0.05). Thus, the proposed hypothesis is accepted, concluding that
there is a high positive relationship between moral disengagement and cyber
aggression.
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
